“It is the established view of the Honorable Supreme Court that the

suspension is not a punishment. Therefore, the Order of stay passed

by the High Court Division is not a correct view. In the circumstances,

I would advise to the University Authority to challenge the stay order

in the Honorable Appellate Division, otherwise, the University

authority shall have to allow the Writ Petitioner to attend the

Madrasha, if it is prayed for.”
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
